The Parma students were there to talk about thedergences with the 2007
Cleveland Invention Convention, a middle schoolesce program which motivates
students to become problem solvers while havingafang the way.

Introduced to Ohio in 1997, the Invention Convemtgyrogram differs from a typical
science fair in that the focus is on the solutioreveryday problems faced by everyday
people.

The winner of a savings bond for her “E-Z Haul T&ystem,” April described her
labor-saving device.

“It consisted of a standard blue tarp with wood&d<2sewn into the side,” she said.

The system makes
life easier because when the user applies pressihe 2x4, it helps them to effectively
rake leaves without the wind blowing the tarp awaythe rake snagging on the end of
the tarp causing leaves to be swept underneathryi@gthe tarp, normally a two person
job, turns into something that could easily be dop®ne person.”

Justin’s “Self-Extinguishing Candle” earned him allege scholarship award and
respect from the judges for the sensibility of ildisa. During an interview done for the
PACT Network on Cox Channel 74, he talked abouides.

in Parma sharing the grand prize of a $2,500 celsholarship.

Their tooth-cleaning creation comes in differeat/firs and was an idea that took its time
to gel.

As the grand prize winner, the trio is afforded thgportunity to explore further
development of their idea to determine its viapilis a marketable patented product.
